Monthly meetings with
district administrators, including Title | and Title IL,1II,IV, X Federal and state program
managers to collaborate resources and services.Such collaboration will allow for planning of
strategies to meet specific individual needs of students identified in the FCAT results and
other performance based assessment adminstered by the district. Strategies to be
implemented will be outlined the District Strategic Plans and the individual School
Improvement Plan.

Response: The District will notify parents of eligible students in schools identified as in
need of improvement and Corrective Action status through mail outs. In mail outs, a
self-addressed stamped envelope will be enclosed for parents to return the response back
to the district. The contents of the letter will be in English and Spanish. Supplemental
enrollment sample forms will go out along with the letter. However, enrollment forms will be
available in Title | schools, public library in the Jasper, Jennings, and White Springs
communities. Forms will also be at the local banks ( Bank of America and First Federal) and
the Courthouse foyer. Enrollment forms will go out no later than Augustl, 2006, and to be
returned no later than September 1,2006. At this point, the district would have received all
correspondence from Providers regarding intentions to provide services in Hamilton County
and SES Contracts will be binding on all parties. Funds from the Title I, Part A equaling to
20% of the total allocation will be provide after school services through State approved
Providers. The District does not have any school that may be used for Choice with
Transportation. Therefore, the entire 20% will be used for SES services.

Parents will have a minimum of two weeks to return the
forms. Communication with parents will continue through PTO meetings, DAC Council
meetings, School Leadership meetings, local churches, and postings in the community.

Response: The District will submit a Contract to the Board for Approval for the July
meeting. After the July 14, 2006, the District would have received the “Letter of Intent” for
providing services in the district. Upon reviewing the Contract by the School Board Attorney
and approval of the Board, SES Providers will have 45 (around the first of September)
calendar days to complete and return the approved Contract. District policies related to the
use of school facilities by SES providers is consistent with fees and procedures charged to
other community groups.

On-site teachers will monitor the set schedule, dates and timelines indicated in the
Provider’s Application for the window for notifying parents of students’ progress. The
District Monitoring Procedure includes the Provider sending a signed and dated copy of
the students’ Progress Report and Attendance Sheets to the District SES Office as per
intervals/ timelines indicated in the Provider’s Application. On-site teachers will monitor,
communicate and collaborate concerns to the SES Coordinator every two weeks or on an
as-needed basis. The parent and teacher will sign the Progress report. The District will
design a Parent sign-off sheet to document parent notification. Including in the Sign —Off
sheets will be days of scheduled tutoring and the days the student actually attended.
Orientation to the procedures and policies regarding the uses and sample copies of the
documents and examples will be provided to the Providers during the Providers
Orientation. The Personnel Department will discussed and give examples of student
confidentiality of information, background checks and fingerprints during Provider
Orientation. If the number of eligible students exceeds the number/funds allocated within
the 20%, the district will prioritize services beginning with 3rd-6th, level 1 student, the
second priority will be 3rd6th, level 2 students. If other slots are available, the District will
commence serving 2nd and 1st graders.

Response: The PDPA Form will include and be specific to individual student goals and
outcomes to LEP, Migrant, and 504 identified students. Parents in attendance to the
Providers’ Fairs and/or recipients through mail outs, will be requested to complete a child
Participation Form for after school tutoring. Embedded in the Enroliment Form is a request
for parents to give permission to release student data. Upon getting permission from
parents to release District student data, the Provider will be able to get timely information
about the student and can inform the District and parents the date, time and location of
further assessments to be administered by the Provider which will provide additional
information in developing and writing the PDPA. Assessments and development of the
PDPA is not a part of the instruction. As assessments are given by the Provider and data
from the District is provided, the Provider will address individual needs of students in the
PDPA. Specific skills of weaknesses will be identified and monitored in a Matrix through
individual programs and activities designed by the Provider. Student reports will be shared
with parents, assigned classroom teacher and the District. PDPA’s must be developed and
written no later than one week prior to the beginning of SES services, which is October
15th. District level staff will be available at the Provider Fair to assist parents regarding
making the best decisions for their child after school services. A parent packet will be given
to parents prior to meeting the Providers giving them guidance in making the BEST
decision. The Provider will meet with appropriate district and/or school level staff to get
student information/data prior to the developing the PDPA. If all parties (parent, teacher
,district) are not in attendance to develop a PDPA, a PDPA will be developed with a present
parties with the absent party/ies being notified of the information within one week of the
meeting.

Saturday programs
After school tutorial services

Title | funds are used to supplement these services by decreasing the teacher-pupil ratio,
purchasing supplemental instructional materials, and providing bus transportation, which
are also the strategies most likely to bring the students to proficiency. In addition, Title |
supplements extended learning opportunities funded by the district by including students
that might score Level 1 or 2 on FCAT math, but Level 3 or above on FCAT reading. The
same effective, research-based strategies implemented during the school day are
utilized during the extended learning time. Throughout the school year, school staff are
provided training on effective literacy and math strategies and are afforded training on
strategies to use with parents to help them support their child’s education.
